How to Write a Speech Introduction.
The speaker introduction is typically 3 — 4 senésnar
about 20 seconds. As a speaker you want to write gan
introduction, that way you are not surprised.
There are two methods for writing your speech ohtietion,
the TIS method and the Allen and Allen Way method.
TIS Method
T...Topic
Include the Title somewhere in the introduction
Tell the audience the subject of the presentation
I ... Importance
Relate the topic to the audience.
Why is this topic important to them?
How will they benefit?
What information should they know before you
speak?
S... Speaker
Include your name somewhere in the introduction
How are you qualified to speak on this topic?

Allen and Allen Way Method

Speaker Description & Qualification
Give a brief description of the speaker and list
qualifications that relate to the subject of the
speech. Humor is appropriate if it works.
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Topic
Tell the audience the subject of the speech. igf it
a manual speech include the book, speech number
and purpose of the speech.

Title
Title of the speech

Speaker
End with the name of the speaker. You build
suspense by saving the speaker’'s name for the end.
This is also the cue for the speaker.

Write your introduction in "8 person for the toastmaster to
read. E-mail it to the toastmaster a day or twiordeethe
meeting. Print out a copy to give to the toastetast the
meeting, someone else may introduce you.
